CRITERIA FOR GOOD INTERNET RESOURCES

The internet or World Wide Web (WWW) is sometimes called “The World’s Greatest Public Library” but the materials that you find there can be very different than things that you find in a conventional library. 
Anyone can be an “author” on the World Wide Web and their facts or site contents don’t have to be true. There is a lot of software that makes it easy to create and maintain sites and all a Web author needs is a little knowledge.
You will need to judge which sites are good ones and which sites meet your needs.

Here are some questions to ask:
	Is it usable?
	Does the site have lots of “bells and whistles”? That means animation and graphics. This makes downloading very slow for people to use if they don’t have a high-speed connection.

	Does it have something that you want?
	Not only does the site need to have content that you want, but you must be able to find what you are looking for.

	It is a waste of your time?


	Time is wasted if it takes you a long time to find what you want on the site. Does it take a long time for the pages to download; do you need to jump from one page to another?

	Is it annoying?

	An annoying site is one that pretends to have what you want but doesn't or it wastes your time. Some things that are annoying are coloured backgrounds, white type, animated images, frames, and advertising. 
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
